B Astronomers have cap-
tured one of the clearest
views yet of a “reborn” black
hole, revealing a dramatic
outburst that has been com-
pared to a “cosmic volcano”
spreading across nearly one
million light-years in space.
The discovery centres on
the galaxy J1007+3540,
where scientists observed

a super massive black hole
at its core roaring back to
life after almost 100 million
